Action Taken | Regular patrols have taken place in Burwell during this period, specifically to combat any ASB issues
Current During this period ASB has reduced by 3 incidents (8.3%).
Situation Much of the ASB reported is not what would ordinarily be classed as ASB, and relates to parking complaints, noise
complaints, neighbour disputes and complaints about nuisance texts or Facebook disputes.

Offenders believed to have been active in this area have been arrested and are currently on bail in relation to East Cambs
and Suffolk offences.

Proactive night-time patrols in the area remain an ongoing priority, and regular meeting are taking place with police




colleagues in Suffolk and Norfolk to share intelligence in relation to cross-border criminality.

Of late shed/garage burglaries have been occurring less frequently, and vehicle crime appears to be more of an issue — with a
particular focus around the Burwell area.
