1 Letter to Straw burning plant from

the West Panel Chairman asking for
the hauliers to use the preferred
option regardless of what is said in
the County Council Waste Plan.

Panel Chairman to provide oral update at meeting

2 Supply of water – previous response
not adequate.

Anglian Water has been contacted and we are currently awaiting final response.
Further clarification was required by Anglian Water which has now been provided.

3 Feedback on top 5 issues on SYP to
the next Panel meeting.

Update from ShapeYourPlace team at Cambridgeshire County Council:

There have been 19 issues since the site went live and the majority are road and
traffic-related.

4 What is taken to Parish Collection
sites is limited – will it will widened
to be the same as the waste
service?

Banks at bring sites will remain the same as these bank contracts were in place
before the new service was put into place.

6 The litter was not collected before
the verges were cut, despite the
County Council supplying the
information as to when the cutting
was happening to the District
Council. Can ECDC investigate and
resolve and explain what the policy
is on this?

Information from County is not very specific with locations and dates, whilst we
attempt to arrange litter picking on verges before they are cut this is not always
possible but we are working with County to try to manage this issue more effectively.

7. Having an effective policy: re-look at
the two colour bag issue for dog
waste bins and investigate the bins
not being emptied if there are still
problems. WPC would like a copy
of the log that evidences when the
bins are being emptied.

The alternative bag system appears to be working well, there have been fewer issues
with litter and dog bins and we are waiting for an update from Veolia regarding their
views of the system and the practicality of this once the Christmas/New Year day
changes have been completed.

8. Takeaway litter in Berristed Close –
thought to be staff from the Harbour
School.

WPC to contact the School and install a litter bin

9. Query as to what will happen to the
village collection points now that the
recycling scheme has been
introduced and whether the waste
collected there counts towards the

Current contracts with recycling bank suppliers run for approx 2 more years and so
we would not look to remove banks until this time is up as the Council would be
charged for removal ahead of this. Tonnages collected through these banks do count
towards the overall recycling figure.

10. Request for a Police Officer to
attend the Wilburton Parish Council
AGM.

11. Bags at Jardines are still visible and
unsightly. Can they be asked to put
a hedge on the top?

Sutton Parish Council to write suggesting this.

12. Litter bins and dog litter bins are not
getting emptied regularly.

See point 7 regarding alternative bags for collections, this should reduce issues with
missed collections.

13. Waste recycling area in the Brook –
can a sign go up directing people to
the Recycling Centre if their
unwanted items can’t be left at the
Brook.

Signs have been attached to banks at The Brook to make people aware items should
not be left on the floor and that items can be taken to HWRC @ Witchford.

14. Problem of straw on the pavements
needs to be addressed.

Sweepers are on a set cycle to cleanse streets, any straw, etc will be removed at this
time.

15. Straw Lorries – can ECDC enforce
the requirement to avoid the villages
of Haddenham, Wilburton and
Sutton as per the planning condition
detailed in 09/00027/VAR, using the
preferred route.

ECDC cannot enforce the hauliers or EPR Ltd to use any given route. The
requirements of the conditions were that the company made all existing (and any
subsequent new) hauliers aware of the preferred route. They keep a log in accord
with the condition- and remind all hauliers each year to use the preferred route
(although this is not required by the planning condition) Their records are meticulous
and I have no doubt the condition is being complied with.

Government guidance warns District Councils against setting routing conditions and



this is why there is nothing further for us to enforce. If there is an issue with unsafe
loads it should go to the Police or to EPR who in my experience will take the matter
up in earnest. It should also be remembered that not every tractor/lorry carrying straw
in the Haddenham area is bound for EPR.

Fly Tipping Enforcement Options

Investigation
Inspection of fly tip for evidence that could lead to enforcement action being taken, together
with related enquiries.

Warning letter
Used where formal enforcement action is not considered appropriate as a warning of the
potential consequences of further infringements.

Statutary Notice A legal requirement to provide information that will assist with investigation of an offence.
Fixed Penalty Notice Agreement to accept a standard penalty fee as an alternative to formal legal action.

Duty of Care Inspection
Check that a business has correct arrangements in place for the storage, transport and
disposal of its waste.

Stop & Search Check on vehicle carrying waste for waste carriers licence and waste disposal documentation.

Formal Caution
An offender having admitted an offence is formerly cautioned by the Head of Service. A record
is kept of the Caution for 5 years.

Formal Caution With Costs As Formal Caution, but investigation and clear up costs are charged to the offender.
Prosecution Formal prosecution through the Court System.
